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Abstract
Discourse analysis explains the relationship between language and society, because
it uses the language to influence the audience. One of the pioneers of this approach
is Norman Fairclough. In this article, the novel Frankenstein in Baghdad is
analyzed, which deals with the issue of terrorism from two pespectives. Verbal and
social aspects are based on Norman Fairclough's critical discourse analysis theory
through the analytical-descriptive approach. The main purpose is to analyze the role
of novel in proposing social problems and how it works as well as its effect on
people. In choosing the words, the author has used two patterns. In the first method,
the author deliberately chose graphic words that are in the service of terrorism, and
in the second method, Ahmad Al-Saadawi has chosen clear, spontaneous, and
specific words in order to not leave the meanings of terror, fear, and frustration. This
was the direct result of domination of terrorist discourse on the writer's society,
language and mentality. Al-Saadawi shows a deep reality about the extent of
terrorism's control over the society and its discourses. The author's insistence on
using many epithets, that are synonymous in terms of general meaning, is a reason
for his preoccupation with a specific aspect of the reality of Iragi society. He has
deliberately presented it throughout the novel and the ideology is what controls the
choice of words.
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Introduction

Terrorism, in all its shapes, is a phenomenon that has prevailed in Iraq
for several years and has entered into all levels of life, leaving tangible
effects. This study seeks to address how Ahmad Al-Saadawi deals
with this phenomenon, its concept and how it is represented in the
framework of analyzing a literary work, not a political or news text in
the novel Frankenstein in Baghdad. Norman Fairclough's theory, the
English linguistic, professor of language in social life and one of the
founders of the critical discourse analysis theory, is one of the popular
methods for analyzing novel and addressing the phenomenon of
terrorism which destroyed Irag. This study first analyzes prominent
words of the novel and the role of terrorist discourse in choosing
them. Then, it discusses its social dimension and explains that social
events are the result of conflicting discourses especially the discourse
governing the society like terrorism in Iraq in the years after 2003.

The present study talks about the governing sovereignty to justify
the events aimed to preserve and strengthen the power, where the
proper image of logic imposes an ideology that all people with
implicit assumptions accept it based on what the author has narrated.

Research Question(s)
The study aims to answer the following research questions:

1. What are the symbols of terrorism in Frankenstein in Baghdad
in the society of Irag?

2. According to Norman Fairclough's theory, how Al-Saadawi
was able to depict the problem of terrorism in the novel?

3. What is the place of terrorism in the novel Frankenstein in
Baghdad written by Ahmad Al-Saadawi?

Literature Review

The novel Frankenstein in Baghdad was written by Ahmad Al-
Saadawi, the Iragi novelist and poet that was published in 2013 and
won the Arabic Booker in 2014 (Al-Khalil, 2016, p. 182). It can be

claimed that it is an empirical novel.
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Ahmad Al-Saadawi created a new image of Frankenstein, a
doctor that was the main character in Miss Shelley's novel
(Frankenstein). They assign a task to "Al-Shashame” whose
responsibility is to take revenge on perpetrators of violent acts. Across
time, parts of Shashame's body that were destroyed must be replaced
after each revenge and for this reason, this creature began to kill
innocent people and became the cause of terrorism.

Since Norman Fairclough wrote his book Language and Power in
1989, critical discourse analysis became one of the methods that was
used for analysis in social sciences and humanities. Norman
Fairclough is the first person who has developed the study on critical
discourse analysis, a method that is associated with several studies in
social sciences and humanities like critical linguistics. Language with
social situation arises where it is the only framework for ideological
expression and is an arena for fighting for power.

Domination of terrorist discourse over justice discourse is due to
power relations in the society. The events in the novel in its language
and word show the same point. Through the critical discourse analysis
theory that deals with the language and discourse in social context,
Fairclough states that language is a part of social process and
discourse, it is a social act that is affected by social power. It, in turn,
forms discourse and language (Fairclough, 2016, p. 220). It means that
discourse influenced by social structures helps changing process of
social structures and institutions or maintaining power too that is
common ideologically. (ibid, p. 122).
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Methodology

To analyze terrorist discourse in the novel Frankenstein in Baghdad,
the text was explored from two aspects: analysis of the words on the
one hand, and analysis of social dimension of the text on the other
hand. To this end, Norman Fairclough's critical discourse analysis
theory has been used regarding structural details.

Results

Analysis at the level of words revealed that the author has repeatedly
and deeply described the status of terrorism in his country using words
that move in a circle which are terrible and constitute an integrated
image of living in the Iragi society under its sovereignty.

Analysis of social dimensions of terrorist discourse in the novel
shows this pessimistic process in lIraq generally and Frankenstein
specifically, since the author has depicted terrorism in his novel as a
criminal monster.

The author not only talked about terrorism, violence and murder,
but also tried to analyze and criticize them from his viewpoint and that
of citizens on the one hand, and the authority on the other hand. If we
had convinced a descriptive approach in dealing with the novel and its
words, this result would not have been obtained. It can be stated that
Ahmad Al-Saadawi has been successful to a large extent in applying
post-modern theses in his novels and emphasizing the importance of
literary work as a tool to save aspects of violence, terrorism, and
destruction.
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
