At this time, Muawiya was able to
attract the opinion of the Shamians to fight with Amir al-Mu'minin
and seriously enter the political-Islamic discourse. At that time,
Mu'awiyah delivered important sermons which with their study we
can indicate the use of discourse and a special policy. by using them
he was able to reach his goal without being questioned by the
Shamians and bring them along with him. In this descriptive-analytical
research, Statistical analysis has also been used as follows:
Muawiyah's sermons in the period after the assassination of Uthman
until before the signing of the peace treaty with Imam Hassan (peace
be upon him) , Sentence by sentence, have been studied based on
Foucault's discourse analysis and his methods of discourse
monitoring. The results of the research show that, in addition to the
method of prohibiting speech, Muawiyah used the truth-oriented
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expression appropriate to the discourse of the Umayyads of Sham,
interpreting according to the verses of the Qur'an, in a special way, he
used the method of reason against madness or himself against others,
and by deepening the enmity Between the two fronts, it has reached its
goal.

1. introduction

The assassination of Uthman and the beginning of the caliphate of
Imam Ali (a.s.) is considered a sensitive point in Islamic history
because at this time Muawiyah was able to attract the attention of the
Syrians to war with the Commander of the Faithful and to seriously
enter the political-Islamic discourse. At that time, Muawiyah delivered
important sermons, the study of which can indicate the use of a
specific discourse and policy, a policy and discourse by which he was
able to achieve his goal without being questioned by the Syrians and
to bring them along with him. In this study, which was conducted
using a descriptive-analytical method, Muawiyah's sermons in the
period after the assassination of Uthman until the conclusion of the
peace treaty with Imam Hassan (a.s.) have been examined based on
Foucault's discourse analysis and his methods of discursive
surveillance.

2. Literature review

Discourse is the basic term of Foucault's writings. He presents
discourse as a historical phenomenon and believes that there is no
general theory of language and discourse, and that what exists is a
historical description of discourse or discursive actions. Discourse
analysis is an investigation of the historical situations that have made
it possible for that discourse to emerge but do not guarantee its
continuation. In the many references he makes to discourse, he
introduces it as the mere fact of speaking, of employing vocabulary, of
using the words of others, and of sayings that others understand and
accept; in addition, he points out that discourse is nothing but the
violence that we inflict on phenomena; that is, we impose our will and
procedure on phenomena. According to Foucault, the world has no
specific form of expression and expression of its own, and man
expresses it in his own language. There are criticisms of this thinking,

for example, it is said that if Foucault speaks the truth about the
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impossibility of truth, all truths will be in doubt. It should be noted
that one way to become familiar with the term discourse from
Foucault's perspective is to understand the concepts of power,
knowledge, and truth from his perspective, because this combination
is the builder of discourse and he has dealt with it sufficiently and
adequately in his book "The Order of Discourse"
3. methodology
The method of work in this research is descriptive-analytical.
Foucault's assumption is that in any society, the production,
monitoring, and organization of discourse is carried out by using
methods that seek to eliminate and control the dangers of discourse
and dominate the course of events and are divided into three
categories: external method, internal method, and discourse
competence. These methods play a major role in the power of
discourses. External methods are methods that are applied from the
outside and whose function is to act as a device for excluding or
excluding discourses, and include prohibition, the limitation of
madness, and devotion to truth. In the group of internal methods,
discourse monitors itself and acts more as principles of classification,
regulation and distribution, seeking to dominate events. This type of
monitoring has three factors: authorship, interpretation and
organization of scientific materials. Foucault considers the last
practice of surveillance to be access to discourse, meaning that the
doors of discourse are not open to everyone, and conditions are always
imposed on the use of discourse and the people who possess it, and
attention is paid to rules that prevent everyone from having access to
discourse. For example, the education system is a kind of political
method for changing or maintaining the ownership of discourses along
with the power and knowledge arising from them.
4. Results
External methods are known as methods of rejection or exclusion,
which were used abundantly in Muawiyah's speeches; for example,
the prohibition of praising the Commander of the Faithful and the
abundance of praise for Muawiyah, who presented himself as
righteous and tried to attract the attention of the Syrians with
seemingly logical speeches, created an Umayyad discourse in Syria
that caused its inhabitants to be unaware of true Islam and to fight
against Imam Ali (peace be upon him). Muawiyah made great use of

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the method of reason versus madness or self versus other; meaning
that he always tried, in his sermons, to introduce himself and the
people of Syria as true Muslims and to portray the Imam (peace be
upon him) and his companions as covenant breakers, murderers of
Uthman, and intent on chaos and war and bringing about destruction.,
Internal methods, which are considered the discourse's control over
itself, are also observed in the sermons; For example, Muawiyah, by
using verses of the Quran and presenting his own interpretations and
examples, was able to attract the attention of the Syrians to fight
against the Commander of the Faithful (peace be upon him); the
method of organizing scientific materials was also used; because
before killing Uthman, Muawiyah, with the outward appearance of
piety, had created such a discourse in Syria that all his claims against
the Imam were accepted as reality and religion.
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
